Three Races One Champion 
McCune Memorial - March 24 VCORC - May 12 Yachting Cup - July 21 
The Pacific Corinthian Yacht Club organizes and hosts these events and the Pacific Corinthian 
Cup, which is comprised of three individual regattas as described below. 
 
Rules: The series and each regatta is governed by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing 
(RRS) of the ISAF, the prescriptions of US SAILING, the rules of any classes that may be 
competing, and the Sailing Instructions for each event. 
 
Eligibility: Each event and the Pacific Corinthian Cup is open to all PHRF and one-design 
entrants. Separate starts will be offered for Spinnaker, Non-spinnaker, ORCA and One-Design 
fleets in PHRF brackets will be determined based on the entries received at first event. 
 
Family attendance: Family members of any skipper or crew of a boat registered in these races 
are invited to spend the day at PCYC. Your family members may use the Club’s pool and other 
facilities on the day of the race, as guests of PCYC. Use of the facilities is free, but PCYC does 
require that guest (1) provide adult supervision for children and (2) sign in at the front desk with 
a credit card for food and beverage charges while you are out on the race course. Please note 
that there is no lifeguard service at the pool, and PCYC accepts only credit cards for guest food 
and beverage charges. 
 
Entry Fee and Advance Registration: Entries will be accepted for either individual events or 
for the three-event series. The individual event entry fee is $45 per event, or a discount is 
offered ($100) for the entire series. The entry fee for the McCune Memorial includes a $10 
donation, which will be made to the Pacific Corinthian Youth Foundation in the name of Dick 
McCune. 
 
Before the second event -- only $90 for the three event Pacific Corinthian Cup and save $30. 
Registration is completed upon acceptance of an official PCYC entry form with appropriate fees 
and must be received before each Skipper’s Meeting. Entry forms and Sailing Instructions are 
available at PCYC at the skipper’s meeting.
