The use of a 
periplus, or journal, dates back to 
the second century AD and was a 
document listing in order, the ports and 
coastal landmarks, with approximate 
intervening distances, that the captain 
of a vessel could expect to find along a 
shore. In that sense the periplus was a 
type of log, similar to the modern day 
ship’s log.
We use the term for our Club newsletter 
since it is the documentation of our 
travels at the club and offshore and 
provides a historical record for us to 
reminisce and share with others. It is 
our shared and unique history as club 
members.

Voice From The Bridge
By Vice Commodore Jim Jones

The most important rights, 
preferences and privileges 
of membership in Pacific 

Corinthian Yacht Club are not 
legal but social in character. They 
partake of tradition, camaraderie 

and the facilitation of the nautical experience.  But there are legal 
aspects to membership that, while secondary, are nevertheless 
important.  Recent events illustrate the need to understand the 
nature of and differences between “A” and “B” members who 
share the benefits of a single membership. As with many other 
things in life, significant legal consequences attend the form of 
one’s domestic relationships. 
 
A membership may be shared by the Regular member (“A” 
member) with their spouse or significant other with whom they 
have a registered domestic partnership or cohabit and have a 
committed domestic relationship (“B” member).  In the event of 
the break up of a marriage or registered domestic partnership, 
both A and B members continue to enjoy the benefits of the 
membership in good standing until a court order is entered 
dissolving the marriage or domestic partnership. Upon dissolution 
of the marriage or domestic partnership, the “A” member controls 
the membership (by reason of the terms of the membership 
agreement) and the “B” member loses their rights and privileges in 
the membership, subject to the court’s determination as to whether 
the membership must be sold. 

The situation is different, however, where the relationship of the 
“A” and “B” member is a less formal domestic relationship. In such 
instances, the termination of the relationship alone is sufficient 
to terminate the enjoyment by the “B” member of the rights 
and privileges of membership. Upon such termination, the “A” 
member’s rights and privileges continue. 
 
The form of the domestic relationship may also have an impact on 
transfers both during one’s lifetime and on death. A membership 
interest in the Club may be transferred in accordance with the 
provisions of Bylaw §§ 7.1 or 7.2 to an eligible person. Bylaw 
§7.1 applies to both lifetime and testamentary (i.e. on death of 
the member) dispositions of membership interests not covered 
by Bylaw §7.2 to any eligible person.  The transfer under Bylaw 
§7.1 is to the club for transfer to any eligible person which the 
transferor has procured or the club procures. Such transfers 
specifically require the payment of a transfer fee (currently $3,750) 
and such other amount as the transferring member wishes to 
receive from the sale of the membership. There is currently no 
provision allowing for the lifetime transfer of a membership from 

an “A” member to a “B” member without a transfer fee.

Bylaw §7.2 applies by its terms only to testamentary transfers to 
a surviving spouse or a member of the “immediate family” of 
the deceased member. The amendment of SOP 89-4 in 2008 
expanded those who may qualify as “immediate family” under 
Bylaw §7.2 to include a “B” member listed on the membership 
application so long as, at the time of the member’s death: (i) the 
“A” member has no surviving spouse; (ii) the  “B” member is in 
a committed domestic relationship with the “A” member; (iii) the 
“B” member has shared a common residence with the member 
for a period exceeding twelve months next preceding the month 
of the “ A” member’s death or is the Registered Domestic Partner 
of the “A” member; and (iv) the “B” member has been approved 
by the membership committee. Transfers falling under this section 
do not require a transfer fee.  To assure the availability of Bylaw 
§7.2 for a testamentary membership transfer to any person who is 
“immediate family” as defined in the SOP, a member’s estate plan 
should specifically name the qualified recipient and indentify their 
relationship to the member.  Doing so will avoid circumstances 
in which, because it was not considered or specifically devised, 
the membership becomes an asset controlled by a residuary 
clause of a will or trust and for that reason devolves to a Living or 
Testamentary Trust in which some or all of the beneficiaries are not 
qualified or to multiple beneficiaries of the residue.  For example, a 
Trust is not a qualified member nor may a membership be shared 
among several individuals.

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W ith sailing season well underway some reportage from 
the water is appropriate.   Several of PCYC’s yachting 
members’ activities are worthy of mention in World 

Class events that are within our geographic reach.

Members Dick McNish, Scott Harrison and a crew complemented 
by Kevin Dickmann (Brenda’s husband); Walter Russakoff (past 
charter member); Neil Wienrich (ship’s cook and AYC member) 
and Pete Cassamsia (AYC member) raced on Cheerio II in the 
Newport to Ensenada Race April 23-25.  

Racing in Cruising Class Spinnaker B, they sailed Cheerio II on 
a 25:23:41-hour race from Newport to Ensenada finishing at 
14:23 (2:23 PM) Saturday.  With Cheerio II making an average 
of 7-8 knots the crew had wind from 0 – 18-knots. They finished 
third in class, but were corrected out due to a penalty for using 
the propeller for 173-minutes after making 360s in irons for an 
intolerable length of time at 03:00.

They arrived in Ensenada just in time to meet the PCYC cruisers 
from the Carnival Paradise cruise liner while in port for the day 
and hosting the hospitality suite at the Bahia Hotel.  Scott Harrison 
traded places with Donna and John Gaddis and stayed on as the 
host as the 36 cruisers returned to their ship.

Although 222 boats sailed in this year’s International race, the 
participation was down significantly. This may be due to the 
unfortunate violence in Mexico including the loss of many lives 
there. Dick mentioned that the vendors in Ensenada were hurting 
because tourism has been badly affected.  Dick’s own experience, 
however, was safe and enjoyable as it was for the many tourists 
who made the trip.  The crew departed Mexico on Sunday evening 
bound for the US reentry point at San Diego Harbor where papers 
were checked, crew accounted for, and off they sailed to Catalina 
for dinner at Avalon Monday night arriving home at 
PCYC by 16:30 the next day.

Tactician/Navigator Kevin Miller Aids Dr. Laura’s offshore racing 
yacht Warrior in taking top honors in the Newport to Cabo Race
The North Sails loft owner and sail maker and acclaimed tactician, 

is one of PCYC’s most expert sailors—locally and really, just about 
anywhere. As an international yacht racing professional, Kevin has 
triumphantly returned with a most successful campaign sailing with 
Dr. Laura Schlessinger, winning skipper/owner of Warrior a J125,. 
A six person crew including Eric Bohman, current PCYC Dolphin 
member, was onboard as Kevin’s “opposite” taking the tactician/
navigator role on alternating shifts in 4-hour intervals.

Schlessinger (Santa Barbara Yacht Club) of talk radio fame, 
who has taken up sailing just in the past few years, has recently 
developed a passion for competitive offshore yacht racing.  

In October 2009, Schlessinger prepared for her first long distance 
offshore race relying heavily on Kevin’s technical knowledge of sail 
making and rating/performance optimization (rating optimization 
means exploring the advantages/disadvantages of various sail 
changes and how they impact the performance and rating of a 
yacht). And, with Kevin having competed in over 20 races down 
the Baja Peninsula, he was able to create a winning plan.   

With Kevin’s help, many performance enhancements were made, 
with several changes and re-cuts made to the sail inventory. Also, 
he modeled a lightweight, downwind-oriented Kevlar mainsail on a 
velocity prediction computer program to understand and optimize 
the sail area and wind distribution, then built and tested it.  

With his help, Schlessinger was soon in the “pink”. Over the 
past year and a half, Kevin has been consulting, crewing and 
training her (amateur but good) crew to become offshore racing 
champions. And, it paid off. Warrior swept all three rating classes: 
ORR; IRC and PHRF, winning the 800-mile Newport to Cabo 
Race first overall. Kevin believes that ‘success equals preparation’ 
by eliminating mistakes, and knowing the crew’s competencies.   
Congratulations Team Schlessinger!

Power Report – A Real Boating Article (No, Really) 
By John Gaddis, Fleet Captain Power

Those of us who went on the Newport to Ensenada cruise 
had a great time on one of the larger power boats in 
Southern California. On a boat the size of the Carnival 

Paradise, it’s not surprising that the crew is very conscious about 
safety. And while technology plays a big part in the overall safety 
plan, the ship still utilizes one of the oldest safety features around, 
the LOOKOUT.

That’s right, with all of the radar and GPS equipment on the boat, 
the human eye is still one of the most important tools for detecting 
problems at sea. It’s easy to have visions of long ago seafarers in 
a crow’s nest spotting land ahead and that the lookout went the 
way of the Dodo bird—just a remnant of a bygone error.

But that would be wrong! In fact, every boater on the water today 
should have a lookout. In “Steering and Sailing Section 1” of the 
Coast Guard Navigation Rules, Rule 5 states that:

“Every vessel shall at all times maintain a
proper lookout by sight and hearing as well 
as by all available means appropriate in the 
prevailing circumstances and conditions so as 
to make a full appraisal of the situation and 
of the risk of collision.” 

I am sure that most of the boaters here at PCYC know that there is 
nothing more important than keeping their eyes on the water for 
possible danger. This is why it is so important to have someone 
other than the captain looking out for problems on the water.

Once you get underway, task one or two of the crew on your 
boat to act as the “lookouts” for the trip. Make sure you let them 
know what a lookout is supposed to do, like advise the captain 
about anything near the boat that could be a potential problem; 
this can include other boats, or hazards in the water like 
rocks, wood, etc.

Most ship captains have a pair of binoculars on their boat for 
the purpose of looking out for problems while at sea. Sometimes 
they can be a big help when maintaining a lookout at night or 
when there is fog. This is critical if large waves can be seen soon 
enough, maybe from a large boat causing the wake near you. 
Stress how important it is that the lookouts be extra vigilant when 
visibility is impaired.

While the eyes of a lookout are 
important, their ears can be just as 
vital to the safety of the vessel. In cases 
where darkness or visibility may be 
an issue, it is important to listen for 
hazards that might come up. Instruct 
the lookout to listen for bells or horns 
in the vicinity as well as boat motors 
and where they are coming from. 

Remember, a good day of boating is a fun and safe day of 
boating. Every captain should make it standard operating 
procedure to have at least one lookout. Being able to make 
informed decisions on the water is important to avoid collisions 
with other boats and floating debris.

I hope you have found this article to be informative and useful. 
If you find yourself in need of a good lookout with his own 
binoculars, don’t hesitate to call.

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33rd McNish Classic By Catherine French

The July issue of the Periplus included an article about the 
33rd McNish Classic Yacht Race scheduled for Saturday, 
July 31. After the issue went to print, I received an email 

‘heads up’ from Dick 
McNish with a correction 
to the boat Dennis Conner 
would be racing.

It seems that in the 
meantime, the four-time 
America’s Cup winner, 
Dennis Conner had 
purchased a new old 
boat that he planned 
to race instead of his 
stunningly beautiful 51-
foot Sparkman and Stephens designed sloop Brushfire on which 
he finished first overall in the 31st McNish Classic. 

Last year, Conner captured first place in Schooner Class on his 
other wooden beauty the139-ft. schooner America. And, he 
planned to tow Fame, a 40 - foot Long Island Sound gaff-rigged 
schooner that will turn 100 this summer, to the race behind his 
Bristol Brushfire!  

“She currently has no 
interior or engine,” McNish 
explained. But Paul Scripps 
offered to tow Fame behind 
his 80 - foot Miramar.
Started in August 1977 
by the race’s namesake, 
Dick McNish with the help 
of his friend and PCYC 
member Jim Crandall, the 
idea was borne for a yacht 
race designed for people 
who sailed classic wooden 
yachts. Over the years, many amazing wooden beauties 
have come to compete and showcase these grand dames of 
yesteryear. McNish’s own boat on which he races each year, 
Cheerio II, a 1931 46-foot Fellow and Stuart built yawl, was 
once owned by Errol Flynn.

Fame was designed and built in 
1910 by B. B. Crowninshield – 
one of America’s most famous and successful naval architects 

who is well-remembered for his working 
schooners and the America’s Cup defender 
Independence (built, 1901). At 140-feet 
10-inches, with a draft of 20-feet and beam 
of 24-feet, she was much larger than any boat 
he’d designed. His smaller boats were known 
to be some of the fastest to compete on the 
east coast with a long list of Great Lakes race 
wins to her name. Her sister ship, Fortune has 
remained in good repair, while Fame fell on 
hard times. In 1995, she sunk but was quickly 
rescued. Conner plans to restore her to her 
former state of grace and beauty, having 

reportedly paid $17,000.00 for the boat. And, if Brushfire is any 

indication of how good an old beauty can look with proper 
care, Fame will probably turn out just as spectacular. 

Each year the classic yachts begin arriving at the guest dock 
of PCYC on Thursday before the race. The specially designed 
handicapped race is a pursuit start, with slower boats starting 
ahead of more apace rivals. This approach makes for a 
fantastic finish with billowing chutes ablaze in color finishing 
downwind inside the detached break wall of the Channel 
Islands Harbor.  Member Scott Harrison chairs the event on 
Dick’s behalf.

WEATHER: 
Our weather is right on course for early summer. From this point 
forward outer island cruising and bank fishing will be possible. 
Prevailing winds will shift to the southwest as will the prevailing 
swells. When this occurs the north facing anchorages will be the lee 
anchorages and the south facing anchorages will have the most surge 
and surf. 

The weather will continue to get fairer through November with 
exception of the northeast Santa Ana wind storms. Late October will 
be the best time to visit Santa Rosa and San Miguel Islands. Fishing is 
best at San Miguel and if you are not into fishing, the Channel Islands 
National Park service offers island guided hikes. San Miguel Island 
has some of the most historic sites and interesting stories. 
 
FISHING: 
Our spring fishing has started out slow with local cold water 
conditions being the key factor. The Grand Slam Tournament (June 
4 to 6) catches were 25% of what our previous year’s catches have 
been.

Since the tournament, the water has begun to warm with temperatures 
now nearing the 60-degree level where our local fish begin to need 
more protein to feed their need for energy to spawn. 

There are strong indicators of warm water fish migrating to our local 
islands. Reports of yellowtail schools arriving at Santa Barbara Island 
are a good indicator we are nearing good fishing. July through 
December will also be possibly the best time to fish Mako sharks in 
our channel and offshore islands.

I like to troll for Mako shark using a seven-strand wire leader with 
a bullet-shaped jig head trailed by a short skirt and a double hook 
coming out the back of the skirt with a medium sized mackerel for 
bait. Mako is best trolled on a down rigger but also effective free 
trolled. Your boat speed should be about 5-6 knots. 

I like to set my lines out counting the distance in pulls as I grab the line 
at the reel and pull off an arms distance of line off the reel at each 
pull. This allows me to start my day with 4 lines out at 10-pulls apart 
with a base of 100-feet out. When I get a bite or catch a fish I can 
now move bait to that depth to determine if the fish are feeding at 

mostly that depth. The Mako shark, while great 
for sport and to eat, can be quite dangerous 
once brought live onboard.

If you decide to boat one, you are going to want 
your gaff placement to be in the gill plate area 
of the fish, so it will die faster and will be a lot easier and safer once 
aboard. I recommend cutting the head off and cleaning immediately. 
Pack the cavity with ice and place in cooler for best tasting food.

If you do not fish and would like some great local caught fresh and 
prepared seafood, we have a new fish market at the Seabridge 
shopping center near Von’s named Fisherman’s Catch. I have 
personally observed  the Guglielmo family offloading their catch 
and can tell you they pride themselves on taking the best care of fish 
which in turn assures the fish buyer top quality. And, if you like clam 
chowder, theirs may be the best in town. 
 
YACHTS – BE AWARE
I have heard from a few boaters who have been mentioning 
enforcement of harbor rules pertaining to discharge of waste water 
from yachts moored in the harbor. It seems the Channel Islands 
Harbor Patrol is now enforcing the laws requiring boaters to capture 
all water and either take offshore to dump or go to dump stations 
within the harbor for proper disposal. Be sure you know the rules; it 
may save you money in fines.

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Heart Health Factors By Patsy Fitch, Fleet Nurse

Summer has arrived and with that 
the numbers on the thermometer 
are rising.  Even so, we will 

continue our focus on lowering our 
personal numbers.  We have recently reviewed managing blood 
pressure, reducing blood sugar levels and, managing insulin.  We 
will review how to control cholesterol levels in this article.  

Control Cholesterol
Cholesterol is a soft, fat-like, waxy substance found in the blood 
stream and in all our body’s cells.  It is normal to have cholesterol 
and is an important part of a healthy body.  It is used for producing 
cell membranes and some hormones, and serves other needed 
bodily functions.  But too much cholesterol in the blood is a major 
risk for coronary heart disease, possibly leading to heart attack 
and/or stroke.

What is cholesterol?
Cholesterol comes from two sources:  your body and food.  Your 
liver and other cells in your body make about 75% of blood 
cholesterol.  The other 25% comes from the foods you eat.
LDL cholesterol is the “bad” cholesterol.  When too much of it 
circulates in the blood it can clog arteries, increasing our risk of 
heart attack and stroke.  LDL cholesterol is produced naturally by 
the body, but many people inherit genes that cause them to make 
too much.  Eating saturated fat, trans fat and dietary cholesterol 
also increases how much we have.  The arteries that feed the heart 
can become so clogged that the blood flow is reduced, causing 
chest pain.  If a blood clot forms and blocks the artery, a heart 
attack can occur.  Similarly, if a blood clot blocks an artery leading 
to, or in, the brain, a stroke results.

American Heart Association Recommendations
It is important for all of us to know our cholesterol level. Total blood 
cholesterol is the most common measurement of blood cholesterol.  
It is the number you receive on test results. A cholesterol level of 200 
mg/dl or higher puts us in a high risk category and is cause to take 
action.

How to Lower Cholesterol
The good news is we can lower our cholesterol, reducing our risk 
of heart disease and stroke.  Whether we have been prescribed 
medication or advised to make diet and lifestyle changes to help 
manage cholesterol carefully follow the doctor’s recommendations. 
AHA recommends we schedule a screening, eat foods low in 

cholesterol and saturated fat and free of trans fat, maintain a 
healthy weight, and stay physically active.

Always remembering that small changes often can add up to 
make a big difference, here are some everyday simple tips for us 
to incorporate in our daily habits to some degree whether we are 
cooking and provisioning for our boats, motor homes, or our home 
pantries.

Foods We can Include
	•	 A variety of fruit and vegetables (10 servings a day)
	•	 A variety of grain products such as bread, cereal, rice, pasta
		 (choose 6 or more servings per day, including whole grains)
	•	 Low-fat or fat-free milk products (2 to 3 servings per day)
	•	 Lean meats and poultry without skin 
		 (choose up to 5 or 6 total ounces per day)
	•	 Fatty fish (at least 2 servings baked or grilled each week)
 •	 Beans and peas
	•	 Nuts and seeds in limited amounts (4 to 5 servings per week)
	•	 Unsaturated vegetable oils like canola, corn, olive, safflower 		
		 and soybean oils (but a limited amount of margarines and 		
		 spreads made from them)

Cooking Tips
	•	 Use wine, fruit juice, or marinade to baste rather than drippings
	•	 Use a rack to drain off fat when you broil, roast or bake.
	•	 Broil or grill instead of pan-frying.
	•	 Cut off all visible fat from meat before cooking, and take all 		
		 the skin off poultry pieces.  (If you’re roasting a whole chicken
		 or turkey, remove the skin after cooking.)
	•	 Use a vegetable oil spray to brown or sauté foods.
	•	 Serve smaller portions of higher-fat dishes, and serve bigger
		 portions of lower-fat dishes like pasta, rice, beans and vegetables.
	•	 Make recipes or egg dishes with egg whites or egg substitutes,
		 not yolks. Instead of regular cheese, use low-fat cottage cheese,
		 part-skim milk mozzarella and other fat-free or low-fat cheeses.

Our healthy heart matters, so let us live well to be better able to 
seize our opportunities.  In Mark Twain’s words, “… you will be 
more disappointed by the things you didn’t do than by the ones you 
did.  So throw off the bowlines!  Sail away from the safe harbor.  
Catch the trade winds in your sails.  
Explore.  Dream.  Discover.”
